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FOLLOW: JESUS ON THE SHORE

Awareness
Before listening, reflect:

e How do you think you would have reacted to seeing the resurrected Jesus? What do you imagine you

would have done after seeing him?

¢ What do you think it means to follow Jesus?
We don't always recognize God or what he’s up to, but Jesus’ encounter with the disciples on the shores of the
Sea of Galilee shows us that he’s present in the ordinary, he is interested in our endeavors, and he eagerly
invites us to fellowship with him. Studying this story reminds us that no matter where we are on our faith

journey, Jesus calls us to fellowship with and follow him. In following him, we continue to cultivate and grow our
faith.

Listen: Follow: Jesus on the Shore

Reflection
After listening, consider:

¢ In segment 1, hosts Scott Hoezee and Darrell Delaney observe that the post-resurrection story in John 21
reflects events from a story at the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, in Luke 5. Can you think of any other
instances like this in the Bible where one scripture reflects another scripture? Why do you think these
occurrences are valuable to note? What can we learn from them?

¢ |s it encouraging to you that Jesus meets Peter where he is at? Think about your faith life right now.
Where are you at? How are you hearing Jesus’ invitation to fellowship?

e What is Jesus calling you to do right now, where you are? What distracts you from following him and
following his command?

¢ In what ways do you think you are like Peter in this passage (John 21)? How do you think you are
different from Peter?

e Pray for your spiritual community: give thanks for those that support you or ask God to bring people
around you for support. Ask God who he is calling you to support, in community, as you follow Jesus.
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
