WE ARE THE LIVING TEMPLE OF GOD

Ephesians 2:19-22

John 1:14

Awareness

Before listening, reflect:

What was the Old Testament temple and what was its purpose?

What do you think it means to “dwell with” someone?

We might not worship in temples anymore, per se, but studying the definition and purpose of the Old 
Testament temple gives us a greater understanding of what the apostles meant when they wrote about 
believers being the temple of God. Study the temple imagery with us to grasp the awe and significance of the 
truth that the Church is the living temple where we find God’s presence. Discover an anchor for your faith in 
your true identity as a holy, living temple of God in whom Jesus Christ dwells.

Listen:We are the Living Temple of God

Reflection

After listening, consider:

As he closes segment 2, host Scott Hoezee says, “Individually, we are temples of the Holy Spirit; 
collectively, we [the Church] are the temple of God in this creation.” Recall their discussion of the 
definition and purpose of the Old Testament temple, and then, spend some time reflecting on your 
experience as the temple of the Holy Spirit. What do you feel that you do well reflecting the Holy Spirit 
who dwells in you? In what ways would you like to improve? What about the Church? What do you think 
the Church does well as the temple of God, and where do you think it needs to improve in its role as 
God’s temple?

Dave and Scott both acknowledge that the Church is comprised of imperfect people and we do not 
always look or act like the temple of God. And yet we are holy people and God chooses to dwell with us. 
At the start of segment 3, Dave uses the phrase “God is in this place” to describe what Church should 
be, comparing it to Jacob’s awareness of God after his dream in Genesis 28. Can you identify times in 
your experience with the universal Church when have you have most felt like “God is in this place”?

When do you most need to be reminded of who you are: a holy, temple of the Holy Spirit with whom God 
desires to dwell?

What does it mean to you that God persisted in creating ways to dwell with his people? What does it tell 
you about his character?
