| Believethe Son Ascended to Heaven

If Christ isalive, whereis he now? The Apostles Creed draws from scripture to answer that question: “He
ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of God, the Father Almighty.” Study the foundational

passages that lead Christians to this belief and help us understand why Jesus' ascension is both good for us
and a great source of comfort. Together, let’s discuss the ascension and authority of Jesus Christ and learn

from scripture about the four things Jesus is doing now and how we, his followers, should respond.

AWARENESS Before listening reflect on what you already know or understand about topics we'll cover in
the episode.

e What do you already know about where Jesus is now and what he is doing?

° LISTEN TO THE EPISODE: | Believe the Son Ascended to Heaven

READ Luke 24:50-53, Acts 1:6-11, John 16:4-15, Ephesians 1:18-23

REFLECTION After listening, consider the following questions:

e Insegment 1, as host Dave Bast reflects on the story of Jesus ascension in Acts 1:1-11, he paraphrases
the New Testament theologian Tom Wright when he says“As usual, Jesus answer to the disciples
was: Yes, but not the way you think.” Why do you think Wright says this? What does this mean? Has
there ever been atimein your life when Jesus answered you, but not in the way you expected? What
did you learn from that experience?

¢ In segment 2, Dave and host Scott Hoezee discuss four things Jesus does now from his position of
authority in heaven: he prays for us and brings our prayers before God, heis preparing a place for us,
he rules over all things as the “cosmic victor,” and he protects his people. Reflect on these acts of
Jesus. Which one is particularly meaningful for you? Why? How does each one reassure your faith and
give you hope?

¢ In segment 3, Dave and Scott call the Holy Spirit our “living connection to our living Lord.” What part
of that truth strikes you? Why?

e Consider this quote from Kevin DeY oung’ s book, The Good News We Almost Forgot: “Think about
the implications of Christ’s ascension. The ascension means we are in heaven, right now. Through
union with Christ, we truly are not citizens of thisworld. Colossianstells usto set our minds on things
that are above, because our lives are hidden with Christ who dwells there (3:2-3)” (p. 96-97). What
thoughts or feelings does this quote stir in you? Does knowing you are a citizen of heaven change the
way you live? If so, how?

Heavenly Father, we pray to you as the One who raised
Jesus to the throne of heaven. Please give us what we

need in this hour. Y ou are the Heritage of resurrection,

the Author of eternal joy. We look to you now, Jesus, as
the One who defeated death. In this hour, we look to

you, Lord God, as the Firstborn; the Victorious One; the
Consummate Life. Pray for us, Jesus, for we do not know
how to pray for ourselves. Fill uswith your Spirit, and
grant us strength, we pray. Grant us trust; grant us renewed
faith; and grant us hope, Lord, for we have nowhere else to
turn but to you. Y ou alone have the words of eternal life.
See us through that which we cannot see; tend to that
which we cannot control; manage that which we do not
understand. Supplant fear with faith; supplant doubt with
trust. We lean into you, our Overcomer, for your legacy
tousisjoy and life and faith. By faith we now lay hold

of you; by faith we trust that you will overcome, for your
word says you are faithful to your promises. For the sake
of your honor, show yourself faithful to us, Jesus. Give us
