How does recognizing these truths help
prepare our hearts to celebrate Christmas and Jesus' second coming?

e In segment 2, host Scott Hoezee compares Zechariah's song in Luke 1:67-79 to a psalm. Think about a
significant moment in your life and God’ srole in it. What would you include if you wereto write a
song like Zechariah did? What would you praise God for? In verses 76-79, Zechariah points forward to
what will come. What would you say in your song about what will happen in the future?

e How does John’ s baptism of repentance help prepare us for Jesus' baptism into new life?
